	History
	The Gulf Coast Sailing Club was formed in Naples in 1974 under the leadership of the first Commodore, Bob Utter.  The purpose of the club was to foster and maintain the members interest in socializing, racing and cruising in a spirit of sportsmanship within the yachting community and the attitude of the founders of GCSC to “Keep it Fun!”.



	Current Activities
	The Club is an active participant in S.W. Florida Boat of the Year racing regattas sponsored by sailing and yacht clubs from Punta Gorda to Marco Island.

The Club’s major event, the S.W. Florida Regatta and Porsche of Naples Cup takes place each year the end of March, attracting boats from S.W. Florida and beyond.

The regatta, in its 33rd year, is one of the largest racing events in S.W. Florida attracting around 40 boats.  The regatta is now comprised of three events, the S.W. Florida Regatta, The Porsche of Naples Cub and a sanctioned Melges 24 one-design  Regatta.

In 2008 the GCSC partnered with the U.S. Sailing Association, which governs the racing rules the club endorses, to present a special guest speaker to Regatta participants, their crews and guests.
